Rules and Regulations for Competition 

 
1. No foul or inappropriate language. 
 
2. Any performer, whom makes suggestive or inappropriate body 

movements/language, shall be automatically disqualified. 
 

3. At no time should anyone enact in crowd/body surfing. 
 

4. Objects are not to be thrown from the stage into the crowd “unless approved by 
Concert Coordinators.” 

 
5. When performers consume water etc, it is not to be thrown on your face or into 

the air. 
 

6. Only performers are allowed on stage “No friends, etc.” 
 

7. The stage is prearranged – do not rearrange the equipment. 
 

8. Performers are not to remove clothing during performance. 
 

Any violation of above rules and regulations can be delegated through point   
deductions.  If performers use inappropriate language or movements, all power will 
be shut down and they will be disqualified and asked to leave immediately.
