It
must be a one page docu-
ment. Give a clear defini-
tion of the platform and
the specific issues you wish
to address and a plan on
how you have or will create
awareness of the platform..
How will you change atti-
tudes and behaviors regard-
ing the issue? How will
your platform issue move

the Miss Tennessee Organ-
ization forward? What are
your media plans and mar-
keting strategy? How do
you propose to fund your
ideas and plans? Are there
any significant accomplish-
ments you have made in
regard to your issue?

Your platform statement
should be typed with 17
margins on all four sides.
Font must be a2 minimum
of 10” and no larger than
12” using Times New Ro-
man font style. With left
justification type “Name”

in bold and then type your
name. The next line
should be left justification
and type “Title” in bold
and then type your title.

Double space and center
your platform title with
bold letters undetrlined.

Double space and then
beginning writing your
platform statement. The
platform statement must be
submitted with your appli-
cation.
